“I baptize with water, but among you stands one mtho
you do not know.” John did not baptize with therfgpbut with
water, since he was unable to take away the sirtlsose being
baptized. He washed their bodies with water, but their
hearts with pardon. Why did one whose baptism didfargive
sins baptize, except that he was observing histimtas fore-
runner? He whose birth foreshadowed a greater bitth his
baptizing foreshadowed the Lord who would truly tir he
whose preaching made him the forerunner of Chbigthaptiz-
ing also became his forerunner, using a symbolhef future
sacrament.
